SECTION 78 APPEAL

The Committee received and considered a letter from Flintshire County Council which advised that a Section 78 Appeal had been lodged in relation to planning application 048840, by Leason 
Homes Ltd in respect of the proposal for a “Change of housetype to plots 2 and 6 and erection of 
additional dwelling on plot 1 (amendments to planning approval ref:  047807)”, for land rear of Pottery Cottage, Ewloe Place, Buckley.  The letter from Flintshire County Council advised that an Inspector had been appointed by the Welsh Ministers and that the Appeal would be in the form of a Hearing held on Tuesday 13th March 2012 at 10am in County Hall, Mold.  The Committee felt, because of the complexities of the number and type of planning applications in relation to the above location, that it should be –
